GUIDELINES FOR NOMINATION FOR THE

KENDALL ORATION AND MEDAL

Description

This oration was founded in 1930 to commemorate the memory of Dr W.T. Kendall.  It was initially administered jointly by the AVA and the Commonwealth Department of Health but since 1973 the AVA has been solely responsible.  The oration is given at the AVA Conference when it is held in Canberra or Melbourne.  A medal is presented to commemorate the occasion.
Criteria

1. The oration is usually given by a noted veterinary graduate working in Melbourne or Canberra; Melbourne because of Kendall’s contribution in founding Australia’s first veterinary school there in 1888 and his efforts with others to establish Australia’s first Veterinary Board, and Canberra because the idea of an oration came from the Department of Health, the first oration was given at a conference in Canberra and because of the history of the joint sponsorship of the award with the Commonwealth Department of Health. However veterinary graduates from other states may also be considered.
2.
Nominations for the Oration are at the discretion of the National Awards Committee for ratification at an AVA Board meeting.  Nominations may be made to the National Awards Committee from the Division and Special Interest Group Committees.
3. The National Awards Committee is responsible for ensuring that the awardee is of an exceptional standard.

Secrecy should be maintained in relation to nominees.
The Award consists of –

· 10 minute oration at the beginning of the opening plenary

· Medal

· Certificate

· Complimentary AVA Conference registration on the day of the oration
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
